1.  Welcome and call to order

Meighan called the meeting to order at 9:00 am.  Introductions were made.  
2.  Adoption of agenda

Moved by Linda Kent, Seconded by Bessie Sullivan that the agenda be adopted as presented – CARRIED.
3.  Adoption of Minutes of 2012 Annual General Meeting

Moved by Linda Kent, Seconded by Janet Woodbridge that the minutes of Annual General Meeting of September 12, 2012 be adopted as presented – CARRIED.

4.  Adoption of Constitutional Amendments
Brian outlined the amendment circulated in early July regarding integration of an additional signing authority.
Moved by Brian Masschaele, Seconded by Katherine Seredynska that Section 2.5 of the ARUPLO  constitution be amended as follows:  “The Treasurer and one alternate member of the Executive shall act as signing authorities for the group.”  - CARRIED.
5.  Presentation of Annual Financial Statement
Janet presented the 2012 annual statement which was independently examined by the Manager of Accounting at the County of Essex.  
Moved by Janet Woodbridge/ Seconded by Patti Enright that the Annual Financial Statement be approved as circulated  - CARRIED.
6.  Appointment of Independent Examiner
It was agreed that the Manager of Accounting for the County of Essex will serve in this capacity for the 2013 statement but a change will be necessary after 2013 given that Janet will no longer be Treasurer.  
Moved by Janet Woodbridge, Seconded by Gayle Hall that the Manager of Accounting for the County of Essex act as the Independent Examiner for the 2013 annual financial statement – CARRIED.
7.  Adoption of Membership Fees

It was agreed to maintain fees at the current amount. 

Moved by Janet Woodbridge, Seconded by Julie Gonyou that the membership fee for the year 2014 be maintained at $475 - CARRIED.  

8.  Applications for Membership – None received.
9.  Committee Appointments

Nominations were solicited and accepted for the two standing committees as well as the Ontario Public Library Guidelines (OPLG) Committee.  Bessie provided an overview of challenges with the OPLG committee and her commitment to acting as a strong voice so that guidelines are consistently met and enforced in order to promote professionalism, even for small systems.  Meighan commented on the benefits of having Bessie involved with both the Guidelines Committee and OPLG.  Bessie subsequently agreed to serve on OPLG for the upcoming year.

Moved by Lisa Miettinen, Seconded by Gayle Hall that Committee Appointments be confirmed as presented – CARRIED.

10.  Election of Officers

Bessie presided over the nomination of officers.    Lisa has completed her term as Co-Chair and Janet has submitted her letter of resignation as Treasurer in light of her retirement in 2014.  Janet will provide active support with the transition to a new Treasurer at least until the end of 2013.  Both positions need to be filled for a two-year term.  Discussion then ensued around whether only administrators can serve on the executive as currently worded in the constitution or whether designates should also be permitted.  It was agreed that designates should also be allowed to serve.  A constitutional amendment is therefore required.  It was felt that such an amendment cannot wait until the 2014 AGM in light of potential nominations.  It was agreed to convene a special purpose meeting under Section 3.0 of the constitution in order to table an amendment, thereby foregoing the 60-day notice requirement.
Moved by Janet Woodbridge, Seconded by Bessie Sullivan that a special purpose meeting for the purposes of amending the ARUPLO constitution be hereby convened – CARRIED.

Moved by Karen Franklin, Seconded by Julie Gonyou that the ARUPLO constitution be further amended as follows [change noted in capital letters]:  Section 2.5.6 “Administrators OR THEIR DESIGNATE who are members in good standing are eligible to stand for office.  Administrators or their designate who are members in good standing are eligible to vote on the slate of officers.” – CARRIED.

Moved by Katherine Seredynska, Seconded by Patti Enright that the special purpose meeting be hereby closed – CARRIED.
Bessie outlined nominations received to date.  Laura Carter at Kingston Frontenac is willing to stand for the position of Treasurer and Patti confirmed her nomination.  Nominations from the floor were then sought for the position of Co-Chair.  Robin Stewart agreed to let her name stand as a designate from Chatham-Kent.
Moved by Bessie Sullivan, Seconded by Lisa Miettinen that the following be appointed to the ARUPLO Executive for a two-year term:
